QUOTA TAX RULES

or sell.

A capital loss is to be carried
forward against any future capital
gains.

BARBADOS REALISING THE BENEFITS OF AD
Chris Harvey

On a recent trip to Barbados, Chris explored the potential to use
Anaerobic Digestion as a sustainable solution to waste management
on the island.

The visit is a result of a long term project in which Chris has worked
with a team of consultants from around the world to prepare a
business proposal for the government.

The proposal is to build a 50kw plant on the eastern side of the island
fed by food waste from hotels on the south coast, as well as Sorghum
grown as a break crop for sugar cane.

Barbados is currently heavily reliant on electricity from fossil fuels to
meet its base demand for electricity, however they have already
embraced solar PV as a means of meeting its peak power demands.
The proposed AD unit would contribute to the base demand whilst
providing a sustainable waste management alternative to landfill.
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
