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DEFRA OPENS PUBLIC CONSULTATION ON NVZ AREAS

Defra have opened a consultation into the Implementation of the Nitrates Directive England 2013-2016 on the 20" December 2011. Defra are required to review their
implementation of the Directive every four years based on the understanding of the Directive and evidence obtained from water pollution caused by nitrates from
agricultural sources. The last review unfortunately resulted in 62% of England being designated an NVZ.

The Consultation seeks to revise the measures implemented since the 2007 consultation with new regulations coming into effect from January 2013. Defra are considering
making changes to the NVZ regulation to control nitrogen pollution from agricultural sources within distinct NVZ areas or even the whole of England.

The Environment Agency has released maps of the proposed new NVZ zones and proposed de-designation of areas. The area from Manchester, Bolton, Blackburn and just
south/west of Halifax has been free of NVZ but apart from some areas in the south of the country Manchester appears to be the biggest area to be affected by the
proposed introduction of an NVZ area. There are parts of the country for proposed de-designation which is good news to some of you.
